Provincial Scholarships

BC Excellence Scholarship:

$5000 scholarship awarded to 55 students

Must be nominated by the school (one nomination per school allowed)

Winner will have demonstrated service and leadership at school and in their communi-
ty, and demonstrate career or post secondary goals

Application includes a ‘B’ average in grade 11 & 12 as well as a 500 word essay, with no
more than one C+ in their academics

Meet any requirements outlined by the Ministry of Education

A student cannot win both the BC Excellence and the Pathway to Teacher Education Scholarship.

BC Achievement Scholarship:

$1250 scholarship awarded to 8000 students

Recipients must have a ‘B’ average or better in their Language Arts 12 course
Recipients chosen based on their achievement in course work (including electives). A
cumulative average percentage will be calculated and form the basis for determining
recipients.

Students do not apply for this award.

District/Authority Scholarship:

5500 Scholarships of $1250

Awarded to graduating students for excellence in their chosen field of interest
Recipient must demonstrated outstanding achievement in one of the following areas:
Indigenous Languages & Culture, Fine Arts, Applied Skills, Physical Activity, Interna-
tional Languages, Community Service or Technical & Trades Training

Students complete the school scholarship package to access these awards that is hand-
ed out in January.

Pathways to Teacher Education Scholarship:

20 Scholarships of $5000

Awarded to ‘Outstanding’ graduating students who are intending to enter a BC Faculty

The capstone is an opportunity for students to showcase their strengths, passions, and learning journey
to a relevant audience. As a celebration of their learning journey, students are encouraged to share suc-
cesses both in school and out of school, including their contributions and aspirations, and their possible
postgraduation plans. The capstone can take many different forms, depending on student needs and
interests. Each student will work on an individualized capstone project, which will lead to a 15-20 mi-
nute presentation organized by your teacher.

Request Service

Purpose of the Post-Secondary Transcript
Request Form

To help transition from secondary school to post-secondary education, your
transcripts can be sent to various universities, colleges and institutes. This is a
two step process, as you must have a BCelD to access the Student Transcript
Service. See video tutorials below.

The Transcript Request Form link i1s available in November at the Student Se-
cure Website Click to access =——StudentTranscripts Service

Your choices must be entered by January 31 for most institutions.

You will need your Personal Education Number (PEN) and a BCelD in order to create an ac-
count and access the Student Transcript Request form. Once you have signed in with your
BCelD, you will have access to the menus to select which post-secondary institutions you
want to receive your transcript. This is an important part of ensuring you provide the final
transcript to the institutions. If not completed, you may risk your admissions to post-
secondary opportunities.

Guidelines to Self Care:
Success at University / College

1. Have a support system to whom you can go when you are feeling
stressed or need to unwind.

v It is extremely important to have a support system with whom you can interact.
v Take advantage of their support and nurturing.

2. Acknowledge your ‘people’ limitations and be honest with yourself and
the group you are with about your need for time out.

v You are going to have times whendyou need to take some time for yourself,
particularly if you are living in residence. Make sure that you find times and
places where you can spend some time on your own.

3. Stay organized and informed.

v It is essential that you ask the questions you need in order to be fully informed.
v Having information is one of the most important factors to doing well at
university.

4. Maintain good relationships.

v Accept that you will be working with different personality types and that there
will be times when those personalities clash.

v You can deal with personality clashes with respect and with open communication.

v Tension between Jlou and a member of your group can lead to difficulties in
communicating and functioning.

5. Take care of yourself.

v Make sure that you are getting enough sleep, eating properly, and getting
exercise.

v If your body is healthy, you are more capable of dealing with the stressors of life
and new experiences.

6. Treat yourself with the same respect you are expected to give others.

v Set your boundaries with people, and expect them to be respected. This can help
the people you are with to know what is okay for you and what is not.

v If you aren’t respecting someone else - STOP. Nobody has the right to treat
anyone else with disrespect.
