The IB Diplomao

» Requires that students complete 6
subjects from 6 groups, tfaking at
least 3 HL, at most 4 HL subjects.

» HL refers to Higher Level consisting
of 240 hours of instruction; SL refers
to Standard Level consisting of 150
hours of instruction.

BC Graduation
Requirements

» Students must earn 80 credits, including 52 credits
of required courses and 28 elective credits.

A Mathematics 10 (4 credits) and a Mathematics 11 or 12 (4 credits)
A Science 10 (4 credits) and a Science 11 or 12 (4 credits)

Physical and Health Education 10 (4 credits)

An Arts Education and/or an Applied Design, Skills, and Technologies
10, 11, or 12 (4 credits)

IB Core

» This is an enrolling class through
which we are delivering 3 courses

»CAS
» Extended Essay
» Career Life Connections



Creativity, Acftivity, Service

» Students need to be involved in all 3 strands of CAS, adding
evidence weekly on their experiences, growth and
learning, as well as completing a project by the end of the
diploma programme.

» Full reflections on the 7 learning outcomes and the project
are also required.

» CASis an 18 month component that continues during the
summer between grade 11 and 12, for approximately 3
hours of experiences per week.

» Assessment for IBO is pass or fail; we produce a grade for
report card purposes reflecting the students achievement
in meeting the learning outcomes of CAS.

» Students will reflect and record their CAS programme on
ManageBAC, a secure, password protected online system
with a server in Canada.



Extended Essay

» An independent research project conducted under
the supervision of a teacher that results in a 4000
word academic paper.

» Students have will begin working on skills and
planning soon, will decide on subject area and be
paired with a supervising teacher in the second half
of Grade 11, and will complete the essay by the end
of October of Grade 12.

» The essay is submitted 1o IBO for external assessment.

» Areport card mark is produced based on student
completion of the required components of the
course; this % grade reflects that the students are
doing work beyond the normal high school level



Career Life Connections 11

» Requirement to graduate with a BC Dogwood Diploma

» Focus: preparing students for their first year after
graduating

» All 4 assignments are completed in Core 11 block



Theory of Knowledge

» A course in which students reflect on the nature of
knowledge and on how we know what we claim
to know.

» Develops critical thinking, inquiry, open
mindedness and perhaps just a little confusion.

» |IB assessment is derived from an exhibition
completed in Grade 11 and from an essay
submitted to IBO for external assessment in Grade
12.

» Classroom assessment is based on assessment of
quizzes, tests, essays, discussions, projects, etc,
etfc.



Assessment Iin IB Classes

» Classroom assessment is conducted by the
teacher using a variety of methods and is
used to produce grades for reporting to
parents and to the BC Ministry of Education.

» You should be getting access to 3 reporting
periods (1 informal and 2 formal)...

Assessment Iin IB Classes

» A % grade will be reported as well as
an anticipated grade on the IB scale

» We do our best to ensure that students
are not penalized despite the often
advanced content and requirements of
the IB course

Assessment for IB Grades

IB courses are scored on ascale of 1 to 7.

Internal assessments are graded by the feacher and
then moderated by the IBO for consistency with the
worldwide standards.

External assessments are graded by the IBO and are
also moderated for consistency with the worldwide
standards.

Diploma Score: 6 subjects x 7 plus 3 points for EE and
TOK for a perfect score of 45 points.

Minimum score to earn diploma is 24; our average
has been 33 for the past few years.

» May 2025 average = 3...equivalent to 93% admission
average at UBC



Reporting Grades in |B
classes

» Students are evaluated to IB standards
and IB grade descriptors for each class

» An anticipated IB grade is converted to @
% for reporting

» This equivalency is derived from a lot of
work done by UBC in comparing
achievement of IB students 1o non-IB
students in BC

IB Fees

» Feespaidin grade ? and 10 support the additional costs
of the program over 4 years

» In Grade 11 and 12, the fees are connected to exam
reqistration

» No exams written in grade 11 so no costs

» Expected costs for grade 12:

» Approximate guesswork
» $155 x 6 subjects = $930

» Will be billed in October of grade 12 year
