Individual Legion branches may adjust the
award based on available funds and the number of applicants.

* Bursaries are available to students who are veterans, or who are the child, grandchild,
great-grandchild, parents of a veteran, or spouse of an eligible person, and who
demonstrate financial need.

*  An eligible person is defined under The Royal Canadian Legion’s General By-Laws
subsection 101.d.:

A Veteran is any person who is serving or who has honourably served in the
Canadian Armed Forces, the Commonwealth or its wartime allies, or as a regular
member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, or as a Peace Officer in a special
duty area or on a special duty operation, or who has served in the Merchant Navy or
Ferry Command during wartime.

» Ifyou are applying based on a connection to veteran or serving member of the
Canadian Armed Forces or RCMP:
o Provide the name of the individual whose service you are using to establish
eligibility.
o Identify your relationship to that individual and provide their Service Number
