	Planned Actions: - conduct a school-wide assessment of literacy skills in early autumn and spring, and analyze trends across age groups

- conduct a phonological assessment of kindergarten students in January and May 

- seek and share research about the science of reading through professional development 

- create or adopt a scope and sequence of literacy skills

- develop a shared collection of resources and activities

- target tier 2 support to address skills identified as challenges
	Indicators of Success: - comparison of phonological assessment of kindergarten students in January and May

- comparison of classroom-based assessment in early fall and spring
