Communicating Student Learning:  Report Cards Coming Home
This Friday you will be receiving your child’s second term report card, a document that captures a snapshot of your child’s current progress at school.  We encourage you to review this document with your child, celebrate their strengths and carry on a conversation about areas they are excited about focusing on in the remaining months of school.  We hope that you notice your child is able and confident in the area of discussing learning goals as we work hard at supporting our students in this area.  For many of you, our February conference dates laid a foundation for your learning conversations at home and you will see reflected in formal reports the progress you observed and discussed at those conferences.

It is very important that any conversation about learning at elementary school incorporates social-emotional aspects of your child’s school life.  Our students are growing increasingly more skilled at working on their self-regulation skills and readiness to learn at school, this year with a focus on emotional self-regulation.  At elementary school, the social-emotional curriculum is foundational to all learning and self-management.  It is a journey sometimes up hills but often overlooking valleys and every student has their own learning goals and celebrations in this area, just like in the content curriculum or the 3 ‘R’s domain.  It’s so important to give children the opportunity to learn socially and to reflect on their ability to grow in this area.  Thank you for continuing these discussions at home and for your support and partnership as we work to meet our students’ needs and feel proud of the character and resilience they are developing.

Revised BC Curriculum
If you have time over the break and haven’t yet had a chance, parents are invited to visit the BC Ministry of Education website (link below) and peruse the revised curriculum due for full implementation this coming September 2016.  We welcome any questions or queries as we move forward learning about and with the new emphases on core competencies and big ideas in the revised curriculum.  Parents are reminded that Friday, May 13th is a non-instructional day as we participate in our second full staff professional development day on this topic.  This is a district non-instructional day.
