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Review

· A rubric is an authentic assessment tool used to measure students' work. It is a scoring guide that seeks to evaluate a student's performance based on the sum of a full range of criteria rather than a single numerical score. 
· A rubric is a working guide for students and teachers, usually handed out before the assignment begins in order to get students to think about the criteria on which their work will be judged. 
· Rubrics can be analytic or holistic, and they can be created for any content area including math, science, history, writing, foreign languages, drama, art, or music
· Rubrics typically have 3 factors in common: 

· focus on measuring a stated objective (performance, behavior, or quality). 

· use a range to rate performance. 

· contain specific performance characteristics arranged in levels indicating the degree to which a standard has been met (Pickett and Dodge). 

· By using a rubric a greater range of personal and peer assessment is possible by removing a numeric value and placing the emphasis on reflection.

Overview

· In English, assessment rubrics can be used for small tasks as well as extensive projects. 
· Writing is usually assessed based on the holistic 6 point scale as used on the provincial examinations for English 10 and English 12.
· Smaller assessment can be done using a table based form that indicates whether expectations for the work are being met and to which degree skills are being demonstrated. 

Process

· If possible review the rubric before beginning the assigned work to ensure that you know what you are expected to complete. Continue to refer to the rubric during the working process to monitor your progress. 

· Before submitting your project, refer to all assigned instructions and to the rubric again to ensure that you have completed all expected work. Usually at this time you will perform a self evaluation. Normally at this time a peer evaluation will also occur. 

· When your work is returned after having been assessed, again examine the rubric to ensure that no errors have been made. If an error has been made, or you disagree with the assessment, ensure that the rubric is used in all discussions with your assessors.  
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
