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Scooters

To ensure student success while using scooters, we met together to set the expectations for their use as follows:

Where to ride
1. not on the road including the drive through
2. not on the basketball court, hockey area, or tetherball area when they are filled with children playing
3. not in the playground structure area
4. not under the undercover area at the main door of the school

How to ride
1. be aware of other children at all times
2. stop at the corners of the building
3. in areas with lot of children playing, walk your scooter
4. riding only, no twirling of the scooter
5. at all times, be CAREFUL

Helmets
1. helmets are to be worn at all times when riding at school
2. this includes before and after school, recess, and lunchtime

In the school
1. they must only be carried into and out of the school
2. when brought in, they go straight to the coat or other storage area

Responsibility
1. Just like any toys/equipment brought to school, there is a risk of loss or damage.  The players understand and have agreed that they are solely responsible for their scooters.  





Who can ride?
1. anyone who has signed a contract and follows the agreed on expectations
2. anyone can watch
3. if a player wants to let someone else use his scooter, that is his/her option knowing that there is a risk of loss or damage by another; this friend must also wear a helmet


Loss of privileges
1. The players understand and have agreed that if significant issues arise regarding scooters, Mrs. Tompkins will not allow them at school.
