***SLOW DOWN AND USE CAUTION IN THE DRIVEWAY/DROP OFF AREA IN FRONT OF THE SCHOOL*** 
Students are reminded to slow down and use the designated crosswalk area when crossing through the school 

driveway area.  Be very vigilant as drivers are often distracted as they are moving in and out of waiting 
spots.  Also, our student drivers are reminded that the expectation is “dead slow” in our school driveways and 

parking lots. 
 

****VAPING IS NOT PERMITTED IN THE SCHOOL OR ON SCHOOL GROUNDS**** 
Vaporizers and/or e-cigarettes cannot be possessed at school under any circumstances.  

  For the safety of all of our students and staff, it is important that these devices are not on school property.   
Students are not permitted to have these devices in their lockers, backpacks, or on their person at any time 

while on school property.  If a student is found in possession of a vaporizer or e-cigarette, it will be 
confiscated.  Parents will be contacted and required to meet with the administration and their 

son/daughter.  Reoccurring incidents will result in disciplinary action. 
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
