Provincial Qualifiers… 

Delaney S.: 1st, JrG 300m Hurdles (for those keeping score, she won 3 individual events + SrG 4x100m relay) 
Makenna S.: 1st, JrG 100m + 1st, JrG Long Jump (also won 3 events + SrG 4x100m relay) 

Diana Z.: 1st, JrG 1500m  
Michela B.: 2nd, SrG 400m (Michela won the 200m yesterday + SrG 4x100m relay) 

Other notable results over the last two days: 
Kate P.: 8th, SrG 100m (she also placed 3rd in the SrG Pole Vault and is on the SrG 4x100m) 

James H.: 5th, SrB 1500m and 5th, SrB 800m (800m was yesterday) 
Manuela M.: 5th, JrG 800m (also yesterday) 

Aidan P.: 5th, JrB Triple Jump 
Sareena S.: 9th, JrG 100m (she just missed qualifying for the final, by 0.12 seconds) 

JrG 4x100m: Yesterday they placed 6th and were less than 0.40 seconds from qualifying for provincials. For a 
group that includes two girls who are really doing track for the first time, and having pretty minimal relay
