REMINDER -- LANGUAGE CHALLENGE EXAM SIGNUP
The Delta School District is offering language challenge exams for the 2023/2024 school year.
This exam can account for credits and meet the lang. 11 post-secondary entry requirements for UBC and SFU.
(this exam will test students on their ability to read, write and speak).

Many students who have taken this challenge exams in the past are students who are in the French Immersion
Program and wish to use this opportunity to possibly obtain a high grade for one of their grade 12 classes for
the purpose of post-secondary entry requirements.

We also have students who take this exam for the sole purpose of meeting the grade 11 language requirement
for post-secondary entry into UBC and SFU, but students must be proficient in the language if they wish to
pursue this challenge exam, as these tests are rigorous and proof of how they obtained the knowledge will be
required.

Students are required to provide a passport quality photograph as part of the application package.
Deadline for applications this year is Wednesday, October 25™. If students miss this deadline, they will not be
able to apply this year and will have to wait until next year to reapply.
