COMMUNICATION COORDINATOR: In conjunction with Volunteer Coordinator,
responsible for updating Parent e-mail list in September. Maintains and updates the
bulletin boards, creates regular PAC newsletter with approval from PAC Chair and
Principal. Shares information with school community via e-mail, including PAC meeting
minutes and the PAC newsletter, maintains / updates information on the school website.

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS COORDINATOR: Coordinates and arranges updating of
disaster supplies, coordinates classroom packs and container supplies, acts as liaison
between Principal and PAC regarding Emergency Drills.

HISTORIAN: Maintains photos, recording, and newsworthy items of school events;
archives on yearly (CD/DVD).

PARENT EDUCATION COORDINATOR- Determines programs of interest for parent
meetings and coordinates speakers, materials, etc.

SOCIAL COORDINATOR: Coordinates and sets up refreshments for PAC meetings,
coordinates STAFF appreciation throughout the year (by classroom), coordinates parent
refreshments on the first day of school and Sports Day.
