The revised BC Curriculum is on the 
way!  The curriculum will be in place on 

September 2016.   

Will it look radically different?  We 
don’t think so.  Great teaching today 
will be great teaching under the new 

curriculum plan. 

 

So what is different? 

 

 There are fewer learning out-

comes. 

Our Grade 4s and 5s will be invited to 
write the Youth Chinese Test on Satur-

day, May 21st. 

 

The YCT is a standardized, on-line test 
used world-wide to assess Mandarin 
learning.  The Edmonton Public School 
District uses the YCT regularly to as-

sess their students. 

Last year, our students wrote the YCT 
for the first time.  We learned a lot!  
All of our Grade 4s passed the test!  
Our Grade 5s did not do as well be-
cause we felt that they had one less 
year in the program and little experi-

ence using keyboard to type in pinyin. 

 

Our Grade 5s are learning to use pinyin 

on the keyboard! 

 

Here are our average score compared to one of the Mandarin Bilingual Schools in 

Edmonton from last year. 

 

Average YCT 3 (Grade 4) score at an Edmonton School was 178.9 

Average YCT 3 (Grade 4) score at Walton was 174. 

 

Average YCT 4 score at an Edmonton School was 243.6 

Average YCT 4 (Grade 5) at Walton was 189.8.
