Last year, the Walton staffed assessed 
the children using the Dalai Lama Cen-
tre’s Hearts and Mind Index.  We as-
sessed each child in five areas: Gets 
Along with Others; Solves Problems 
Peacefully; Compassionate and Kind; 
Alert and Engaged; and Secure and 

Calm.   

 

 In the event of fire, the students 
and staff will evacuate 
the building and assem-
ble on the lower gravel

 In the event of an earthquake, the 
students and staff will evacuate the 
building and assemble on the low-
er gravel field.  We may proceed 
back in the building if there is no 
damage to the building.  Staff will 
assess the building to determine if 
it is safe to 

return. 

 

 

 In the event of a police incident in the neighbourhood, the exterior doors will 

be locked.  Parents will not be permitted into the building. 

 In the event of a violent incident or stranger within our building, exterior and 
interior doors will be locked. Students will be secured away from doors and win-

dows. 

 

What can parents do? 

 Keep your most up to date phone and email in-

formation at school. 

 Watch your email and Twitter for any updates.  During a police inci-
dent, the school may be advised not to Tweet updates or it may not be 

possible to email parents. 

 Have a plan to pick up your child in the event of an emergency!  Let 

the school know who your emergency alternate is! 

 

*There is a tentative plan to conduct an Emergency Release Drill that will 

involve parents on May 4th.
