Prepare and distribute report cards; and
Provide any student assessment data to Administrative Officers or the school office,
except Grade 12 marks required for graduation, post-secondary applications and
scholarship purposes.

Rather than send home a report card with little information we are asking parents to contact
teachers directly for information on student attendance and progress. Teachers have been
communicating to parents via email, phone calls, notes home, and through face to face
meetings.
